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Voting Rights Act of 1965 - 50th Anniversary

On August 2, 1965, thousands of Minnesotans ( teenag-
ers, college students, ministers, efc. ) attended a voting
rights rally at the College of St. Thomas, St. Paul, to
hear 25-year-old John Lewis, national chairman of the
Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee, speak.
The event was previewed that day in the Minneapolis
Star (below).

Lewis, who has been a member of Congress since 1987,
said at the rally that after three days of traveling in
Minnesota that “this is perbaps the only state in the
country that is dramatizing in a massive way its con-
cern for the people in the South,” according to a St. Paul
Pioneer Press article that ran the following day (right).
The rally launched a three-day statewide sales campaign
for brotherhood buttons, which pictured a “black and
white handclasp...intended as symbols for racial
understanding.”
